New MEMS Badge Awardees!





A reminder from the Commanding General, effective 1 October 2008  a basic MEMS certification is required for promotions E2 to E6, WO1 to CW4,  and O1 to O4 .  Everyone else is to attain certification as a Senior or Master MEMS Specialist for promotion.

New Changes for the MEMS Manual for 2009: Effective 21 February 2009 for the IGR.





Q 534, Introduction to Terrorism has been added to the basic MEMS program. If you have not completed the basic you will need to do this course Effective 21 Feb 2009.


90 Days time in level from Basic to Senior and Senior to  Master, per  the Commandant, effective 21 February 2009


Personnel with BA Degrees or Higher may be waived up to 30 days, and half of  the time if they are an ASD or ARD.


Training waivers can only be for equivalent training.


All MEMS Masters must be  trainers.


IS 775 has replaced all other E.O.C. Courses. IS 208 and 275 will not be accepted if completed after 21 February 2009.


Note: The manual will be re-published as soon as a few corrections are completed. We want to provide a professional publication. However, these changes will be in effect anyway.





Note: If you started your Basic prior to 21 February 2009, you may still use the old standard, However, if you don’t complete it by June 2009, you will have to use the new standard. If you did not do Q534 for basic you will need it for Senior MEMS.
